Tournament Rules

All the Summer League regulations according to 10.3 of the by-laws will apply. In addition the following will apply:

· No matches will be re-scheduled in the group stage. 

· In the knockout phase (QFs onwards), if there are any rainouts, the game will be re-scheduled for the following Saturday.  Should there be further washouts, the winners will be determined based on the following criteria from the preceding round(s) and shall advance to the next round according to by-laws article 10.3.21

· Clubs should send certified umpires only. The failure to do so constitutes an absence which is clearly dealt with in the by-laws. 

· If a club miss an umpiring assignment altogether, in addition to the penalties set out in the by-laws, the following could be invoked:

· A winner status may be turned into a loser status, with their opponents advancing to the next round (despite their actual loss). There may be additional monetary fines and or penalty(ies).

· Fully complete Scorecards (including Mode of Dismissals), for all matches, must be entered, by both contesting teams. A failure to do so will result in deviation from usual penalties:

· A monetary fine will be imposed

· Points will be deducted and carried to the next tournament

· Additional penalties may be imposed.

Transfer Window

Transfer window for this tournament will be open from July 19th, 2010 to July 23rd 2010.  No transfers will be processed outside of the transfer window.
